This award was presented in recognition of ThyssenKrupp Elevator’s use of the automated conveyor-to-assembly system manufactured by Salvagnini America, Inc.  The system, located in the company’s Middleton, Tennessee plant, produces the elevator entrance frames and doors for ThyssenKrupp’s low-, mid- and high-rise elevators.  The massive system punches, forms and cuts a single piece of sheet metal into a finished product.
The Governor’s Environmental Stewardship Awards program recognizes exceptional voluntary actions that improve or protect the environment and natural resources with projects or initiatives not required by law or regulation. In 2009, ThyssenKrupp Elevator Americas Manufacturing added a $30 million state-of-the-art fabrication and powder-coat paint line as part of a major automation initiative. This new addition resulted in an 81 percent reduction in hazardous waste, a 50 percent reduction in water usage and a 79 percent reduction in air-emission volatile organic compounds. It also reduced the number of forklifts needed by operations and improved energy usage and safety at the facility.

“For 25 years, the Governor's Environmental Stewardship Awards have been presented to individuals and organizations making significant contributions to the protection and improvement of Tennessee's natural resources and wildlife,” said Kathy Glapa, state coordinator for the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation. “These awards are designed to bring about a greater knowledge and awareness of effective practices and projects in communities across the state, and an opportunity to recognize these outstanding efforts.”
